You do not need to be
an expert. The scheme is managed by the BTCV
(formerly British Trust for Conservation Volunteers)
and is the country’s leading practical conservation
charity. BTCV recruits individuals from local
communities and delivers a free well-developed
modular training programme in pond creation, tree
planting and woodland management. Once trained
the Tree Wardens provide advice and support to their
local community on how to care, plant and manage
trees and other wildlife habitats. There are currently
290 Tree Wardens throughout
Kent and they are all covered by
the BTCV’s insurance.

SHOREHAM PLANNING ISSUES
Two separate planning applications to erect

new houses in Shoreham High Street have
been refused by Sevenoaks District
Council. These are on land adjacent to 42
and to 63 High Street. The applicant for
the house at 42 High Street has appealed
against the refusal and a Planning Inspector
will consider the proposal and make a
decision.



WELL HILL MISSION CHURCH
The Parish Council has promised a grant of £3,000
towards the cost of re-roofing the Mission Church.
Members considered the request for assistance at
the Council meeting in July. The total cost of the
work will be around £9,000 but, although the
Church has some funds available, more will be
needed to reach the target. The Council recognised
how valuable the building is to the Well Hill
community and hopes this grant will enable the
work to proceed in the autumn before the winter
sets in. The Rector and the Church Treasurer have
thanked the Council and said ‘'what a relief it is to
have this wonderful grant'.

Pilcher which has been &
built at a site on Austin
Lodge Golf Course inf

Percy Pilcher was a
British aviation
pioneer who conducted extensive trials with full
size hang gliders. He made successful towed flights
in his Hawk glider from the site during 1896-1897.

The charge for new
users is £30 per permit rather than the usual £50 per
annum. A 240Itr. Wheelie bin is provided for users
while they participate in the scheme. The bin is put
out no later than 7am fortnightly on your regular
rubbish collection day.

MINIBUS SHOPPING SERVICE

The service is set up for the elderly and disabled to
provide transport on organised shopping trips. The
cost per trip is 80p and vouchers for travel need to
be purchased from the District Council. The bus is
available fortnightly on Wednesday mornings for
anyone in the parish (except East Hill which is on
Fridays) with the pick-up at 9.30am and return
around mid-day. The passengers can decide which
town to go to for shopping.
