Conservation Area

11.1 To discuss an extension to the Conservation Area 

Members noted that it had been suggested by the Shoreham Society that it would be a good idea for the Council to lobby for the Conservation Area to be extended east from the church, should any such extensions be possible.  A new section could cover Church Field, the train station and even Copt Hall.

Church Field makes a particularly significant contribution to the character of the village – as important to Shoreham’s rural beauty as the field next to the Millennium Path, which was recommended in 2018 as an addition to the Conservation Area.  The view of the church as seen on the path from the station, with the chalk Cross and the western hills behind, is perhaps the most iconic view in the village – memorialised on postcards and endlessly photographed for a century and more.  It was notable that several works at the recent Shoreham art exhibition featured this view.

The station buildings date from the arrival of trains to Shoreham in 1862, while Copt Hall was built in Victorian times for the estate manager of the big landowning family, the Mildmays.
The Parish Council resolved that they should progress with this proposal and agreed that the Clerk should contact Cllr Roy about the next steps.
